Dear Friends:

In November, the people of Maine entrusted me to serve another term in the United States Senate. I am deeply honored to serve
you and will continue to work to bridge the partisan divide and to forge bipartisan solutions to the many challenges our nation
faces. With the New Year just beginning, I welcome this opportunity to reflect on some of my work from this past year and to
highlight some of my priorities for the year ahead.

I helped secure promising manufacturing opportunities for our state—from requiring the
military to buy American-made athletic footwear for new recruits, just as it does for other uniform items, to an additional
Department of Energy investment in the deepwater, offshore wind power project being developed by the University of Maine,
Maine Maritime Academy, and private companies. For Maine agriculture, I succeeded in including the fresh, white potato in a
federal nutrition program from which it has been the only vegetable to be excluded.

Also last year, I was pleased to join in the christening of the USS Zumwait at Bath Iron Works, a Navy ship for the 21* Century
that will help protect our nation and strengthen one of Maine’s most vital industries. And, for Veterans living in rural areas, 1
secured a two-year extension of the successful Access Received Closer to Home program, which is improving access to health
care for Veterans in northern Maine. Finally, after several years in the making, I am delighted that Congress has approved my
legislation to form a commission — at no cost to taxpayers — on the creation of a National Women’s History Museum.

A museum recognizing the contributions of American women is long overdue, and this bill is an important first step toward that
goal.

In the new Congress, I will serve as Chairman of the Transportation Appropriations Subcommittee. This position will allow me
to continue working to ensure investments are made in critical transportation infrastructure, which is essential for our safety and
economic growth. To date, Maine has received more than $90 million for highway, bridge, airport, rail, and port projects
through the successful TIGER grant program.

I will also serve at the helm of the Senate Special Committee on Aging in the 1 14™ Congress, a position I sought because Maine
has the highest median age in the nation. Working to address pressing issues facing our seniors, from long-term care and
retirement security to the vast potential of biomedical research, will be on our agenda. Preventing and effectively treating
Alzheimer's should be an urgent national priority as this devastating disease continues to take such a personal and economic toll
on more than five million Americans and their families. The Committee will also continue to focus on the scams and frauds
targeting our senior citizens and has a toll-free hotline (1-855-303-9470) where seniors and their loved ones can report
suspected fraud.

A Maine value that always guides me is our unsurpassed work ethic. As 2014 ended, I continued my record of never missing a
roll-call vote since my Senate service began in 1997; a tally that now stands at more than 5,700 consecutive votes.

Another year has flown by and it is time to once again submit the Annual Town Report
on the past years work and what may be in the Town’s future.

| would like to take this opportunity to thank the Select Board, Office Staff, Code
Enforcement Officer, Fire Chief and the Citizens of Corinth, for all of their hard work and
support.

The Town’s financial condition remains good with no outstanding debts and a fairly
substantial cash balance. In 2014 we did not have to borrow money to operate.

The Select Board and the Budget committee have had a chance to review the proposed
2015 budget and make careful examinations and recommendations. | believe that they have
tried to present a budget adequate to operate each department efficiently, and at the same
time being mindful of the current economy .

On August 21 2014 there was a Special Town Meeting where the residents voted to
accept a $142,500.00 grant from FEMA to purchase a new pumper truck and to appropriate
$7,500.00 from Fund Balance for matching funds. The Town then purchased a 2006 Spartan
pumper fire truck. All of this was made possible by Scott Bragdon our Fire Chief. Good Job
Scott!

A new septic system was installed behind the current fire station on Main Street and is
working well.

In 2014 the Town rebuilt and paved a one mile section on the Ledge Hill Road from the
Beans Mills Road South to the Boutelle Cemetery.

The State DOT is planning on relocating the centerline southerly, flattening the turning
radii, and adding a right turn lane at Route 15 and Route 43 intersection by Camden National
Bank.

Certified Copies of vital statistic records may be obtained at the town office for a fee of
$15.00 for the first copy and $6.00 for each additional copy purchased at the same time.
Vital records can ONLY be issued to certain people, THIS IS A LAW. Proper
identification and a written form is required to obtain any vital records.

Dogs six months old and over are required by State Law to be registered annually. New
dogs older than 6 months must be registered within 10 days of ownership. Fees are
$6.00 per dog if they are spayed or neutered and $11.00 if unaltered. Kennel licenses
are $42.00 for every 10 dogs. Dogs licensed after January 31% will be charged a
$25.00 late fee per dog

Dear fellow pet owners and taxpayers of Corinth,

I am Gary Sudsbury, Sr. from Dover-Foxcroft. Because of my concern (but mostly my love!) for
animals I have once again assumed responsibility as the Animal Control Officer for Corinth.
Please feel free to contact me. I can be reached at 564-2931 or 343-4389 with any questions or
complaints.

As in the past, I have received a number of complaints of stray animals and pets running loose
off of the owner’s or keeper’s property.

As the Animal Control Officer for Corinth I must advise all pet owners or keepers that under
Maine’s Animal Welfare laws (7~3911), if a dog is found running loose or off your property or
lot, and is being a nuisance to your neighbors or other tenants they are considered to be running
at large. As the owner or keeper you could be held responsible and receive a summons. I am
asking for everyone’s help in solving this problem.

Remember, we as dog or cat owners or keepers need to show our pets the love and respect they
deserve. One way of doing this is by being a responsible pet owner, by keeping a closer eye on
them. Dogs do not realize that they do have boundaries. As their owners or keepers it is our
responsibility to train them so that they know their boundaries.

Thank you in advance for your help.

PS: Maine State law requires that both cats and dogs must be vaccinated agamst rabies, and dogs
over 6 months old must be licensed annually anytime between October 15™ and January 31°.
(7~3921) Please keep in mind that there is a late fee after January 31*. Any dog who reaches
the age of 6 months between January 1% and October 15" of any year must be vaccinated against
rabies and be licensed within 10 business days. (7~3916)

Please give some thought about having your pets neutered or spayed.

if you have been following the news, you may already know that there are going to be a lot of
changes coming in the way that our solid waste is processed. It looks like this is all going to
happen by 2018 and is quite an ambitious project. The Municipal Review Committee (MRC), of
which we are a member, is building what is essentially a recycling facility with a biofuel plant.
That is a gross oversimplification of the project but the MRC website has a section on “Post
2018 that will give you a good overview and go into much more detail. The entire project is
aimed toward maintaining a manageable price for waste disposal while maximizing recycling. If
you remember my “single stream” rant from last year, this project may seem contrary to that
way of thinking but our vision is to keep our recycling procedures the way they are. The waste
we send to the processing facility will be further broken down to retrieve even more materials.
As | said, “I've been wrong before”, but so far we still support our system and feel the
processing facility will complement our recycling efforts

In other news.....The State now has a Paint Stewardship Program that should make
recycling of the most common paints easier for the public. It covers “architectural paints” in
containers of five gallons or less. It does not include spray cans, auto or marine paint, soivents
and thinners etc. Most of the stuff you use around the house is covered and the condition of
the paint doesn’t matter. We are just starting to get the information on this program and will
have more details at the Transfer Station as time goes on. Just ask.

Projects for this year included the never-ending road work. We added gravel in the worst
places on the road and will continue this year where we left off last year. If road repair isn’t
mentioned in this report, it is because | forgot to put it in, not because we aren’t working on it.

Another project was the concrete slab that the folks at the Charleston Correctional Facility
poured for the metal pile. The pile being on dirt made it hard to clean up and tended to create
large divots anytime the metal had to be pushed back. The new slab is better environmentally
and is maintenance free.

It is my privilege to present you with the 64™ Annual Report of the Corinth Fire
Department. Last Year your Fire Department responded to 811 emergency calls. There were 21
extra alarm incidents in the Town of Corinth, the most serious was a Building Fire in March that
destroyed the redemption center on Main Street, Corinth crews with mutual aid from
Charleston, Bradford, Hudson, Glenburn, Levant, Kenduskeag and Garland contained the fire to
the original building while saving the main house and several out buildings. There were also 8
other structure fires in Town as well as 3 fatal motor vehicle accidents. The Town received great
news in June when it was announced that the Corinth Fire Department had received an
Assistance to Firefighters Grant thru the Department of Homeland Security to purchase a used
ladder truck. In October we took delivery of a 2006 Spartan Telesquirt with a 65 foot aerial
ladder, 1500 gallon per minute pump, 500 gallon water tank and 100 gallons of foam, please
stop by the station to take a look at it, this piece should serve the Town for 30 years. We
continue to make repairs to the fire station, last year a new septic system was installed and
new windows and siding was replaced in the bunk room area, next year we hope to have the
mold mitigated in the truck bays, and new wallboard replaced on the back wall as well as the
ceiling. Also in 2015 we plan on having some body work and paint done on the ambulance to
extend its life a few more years.

Training for 2015 for myself and the Deputy Town Wardens will be held in March in
Orono. Training this year will be on the increased duties and responsibilities of Town Wardens
and their Deputies if the Governor’s proposed budget is enacted. Under the Governor’s plan,
there will be 36 Forest Rangers in the State to deal with fires, illegal dumping, timber theft and
forest practices, at times when Rangers are not available these issues are to be dealt with at the
local level by Town Wardens and Fire Officers.
